Tennessee association still sent the required number of kids that participated.  12000 kids in New Orleans, 7000 kids participated in Kansas.
Carolyn Tucker suggested that Tennessee association make contact with Alabama to resolve this concern.

Coach Smith stated that this has always been a problem in years past.  Alabama has attempted to undermine the process of championships. I t is a 3 year rotation.  Need to stand strong that we need to have.
